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The summer break is over! The fall
semester has started and our kids are
back to their routine. Many of them
have quite a lot on their plates. Their
schedules are filled up with school,
homework, extracurricular activities,
cram school, and of course, whatever
socializing — or gaming! — they can
fit in.

As parents, we want what’s best for
our kids. So let's think about how we
can support them in the little ways we
can.

Can I help my child if I think my
English is not good enough or I have
limited time?

The answer 1s YES! The best support
we can give our kids is offering
encouragement and praise. This helps
build their confidence and their belief
in their own ability. Encourage them
when they take initiative for their
own learning and praise them for
their efforts.

We can enlist the aid of other family
members to offer encouragement, too.
Even if we don’t live in the same
home, we can use apps like Skype,
Zoom, or Line to show distant family
and relatives what your child can do
or what they are working on. This can
be a great way to bond with
grandparents.

How to Help your Child Study

Your younger children can also enjoy
simple, fun English stories. Reading
them a children’s picture book can
really add to their experience —
especially just before bed.
Remember: Together is the key!

Finally, you could even ask your child
to teach another family member
English! It could be for real, — like
teaching a younger brother or sister,
or it could be to another family
member pretending to learn from
them. This exercise can give your
child extra practice and really build
their confidence. It can also help
motivate them to do their best in
English class, since they are
responsible for teaching someone else
at home. Teaching is one of the best
ways to learn!

A quick tip: if your kid encounters
difficulty, don’t rush in to help them
by providing the answers. Sometimes
they just need some time to think it
through by themselves. If they are
still stuck, ask them, "What would
your teacher do?" Or ask them to
think of other ways to figure out the
problem, for example, using a
dictionary, reviewing the textbook, or
even searching on the Internet.
