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Japanese and English are very different languages.
So it’s not surprising that many students of
English think that reading is difficult. Japanese has
only 19 sounds, while English has as many as 46!
Switching between kana sounds and the sounds of
English can be a big challenge in the beginning.
For example, it is difficult for Japanese students to
end words in consonants, particularly -s and -t —
which happens all the time in English.

English words with primary and secondary accents
can also be difficult. Short words are simple
because they only have one stress, like ‘cat’ or
‘dog.” However, longer words are more difficult
because we need to remember the secondary
accent, like in ‘celebration’ [cel’ e bra' tion] and
‘conversation’ [con’ ver sa' tion].

Another difference is the variety of intonation
English speakers use, for example, to ask and
answer questions or to make statements. Standard
Japanese tends to be more monotonous.

When learning to read, both in Japan and America,
one bad habit people often develop is trying to
guess the words by the first and last letter. Even
though this can be helpful with so-called “sight
words,” like ‘do,” ‘does,” and ‘you,” longer words
can be problematic. This habit can hinder a
learner’s reading in the future.

Reading at a good speed with high level of
comprehension is essential to mastering a
language. Here are some tips, that, if followed
consistently, can help your English reading
progressively improve over the long term.

e Use finger-tracking. Follow the letters with
your finger when you read, preferably aloud. You
can also use a card or a ruler to visually separate
the lines of the text. Doing so helps you follow the
letters with your eyes and increases focus on the
syllable or word you are trying to read. When you
read books to your children, do this as an example
for them. Don’t encourage word-guessing or
mumbling.

* Practice reading ALOUD. You need a lot of
practice to train the muscles in your mouth and
throat to get used to producing the sounds of
another language.

* Read a little every day. 10 minutes a day is
more helpful than an intense hour-long session
once a week.

Improving your English Reading — for both you and your child

* When troubled with pronunciation, don’t try
to fix everything at once. Choose one or two
sounds and spend time focusing on pronouncing
them correctly in different positions in a word.

* Discuss what you read with your child. Talk
about it together — maybe even draw pictures
inspired by the story. This can turn mechanical
reading into an inspiring learning journey.

* Practice your vowels! These are the main
accent-bearing units. One of the best ways for
your child to practice is through kids’ songs like
Apples and Bananas and the The Wheels on the
Bus.

* Work on intonation also by both reading and
singing songs. This can really help you get used to
the double accents in English. Find songs you like
and have fun! When singing with your child,
exaggerate, make it silly, or practice funny voices.
When it’s fun, it’s more memorable.

* Play with Chat GPT! For example, you could
ask Chat GPT write a 100-word story for kids at at
a basic level about a fox and an apple, and then
use a TTS [text-to-speech] application or website
to read it aloud for you and your child.

* Praise your child for their effort! Reading in a
different language is indeed a brain structure-
altering exercise and takes up a lot of energy. It
deserves rewarding encouragement.

Choose one or two of these suggestions and try
doing them regularly. Remember, when learning
another language, be it reading, singing, listening
or speaking, you are actually altering the
neurological pathways in your brain. Be patient
and encouraging, and make sure to reward
yourself — or your child — to keep motivation
high.
